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· Children from KS1 and KS2 accessed a wide range of after school sporting activities such as Street Dance, Bowls, Muiltisports, Football and Hockey. Clubs were subsidised to ensure minimal cost for parents which meant that more children were able to be involved. 
· Children were enthused and motivated when trying a range of sporting activities in their PE lessons which were delivered by specialists and professional sports coaches – e.g.  Zumba, the FA and Tesco Football programme. These activities then offered future links to local clubs. 
· Children competed in regular sport festivals, participating in inter-school competition including Bench Ball, Football, Basketball, Sports Hall Athletics and Rounders.  
· We have now achieved Sainsbury’s Games Bronze Active Mark and we will be working towards achieving Silver in 2015/16. 
· Successful sports’ days were held in July for both KS1 and KS2 with full participation and inclusion of all pupils across school.  Both were heavily attended by parents. 
· A PE equipment audit resulted in the purchase of a range of new, high quality equipment including basketballs, rugby balls, netball bibs, sports athletics equipment and an arrows archery kit. This equipment has been well organised so that it is quickly accessible for PE lessons and clubs. 
· A new PE scheme has been introduced which staff say has improved the quality of their PE lessons. 
· We regularly review how pupils are assessed in PE with other PLTs from Wakefield primaries. We are currently developing ideas for draft. Further meetings will be held in 2015/2016 to finalise assessment documents to then be implemented later this year.
